PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Mrs Gratton informed the meeting that Save Our Sand is seeking the reinstatement of sluicing of the harbour to obviate the need for dredging and therefore objects to planning application PA11/06444 in its current form on the grounds that it unnecessarily compromises a listed structure and puts the Steampacket sluice beyond future use. She also pointed out that there has been some confusion over which bridge is listed and this has resulted in the alignment of the road adversely affecting the road bridge which is, in fact, the listed structure. The structures affected  date from 1807 and are part of the Cornwall and West Devon Mining World Heritage Site and should be retained as part of the working heritage of the harbour and Save Our Sands consider that this can be achieved by moving the road to the north and east and by using concrete beams to span the channel to enable future excavation.
[7.24 p.m. Councillors Lello and Capper joined the meeting.]

Mr Mims referred the members to a photograph that illustrated the sluicing channel passing under the railway bridge with the arch of the road bridge visible in the background. He stressed that the road can be realigned closer to the route of the former railway to avoid the road bridge and location of the sluice.

A lengthy discussion followed with a view to determining the locations of the bridge and sluice, utilising the local knowledge of those present, and to determine the likely impact of the new road on the historic structures.

TO RECEIVE DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Councillor Coombe declared an interest in agenda item 3a, minute number 59a and made the following statement: - ‘In commenting on these applications I should make it clear that my comments are based on the information currently available and do not commit me to taking the same position if the matter is discussed at the Cornwall Council Planning Committee and full information is available’.

Councillor Rance declared a personal interest in planning application PA11/06444.

Councillor Birch declared a personal interest in planning application PA11/06108.

PLANNING MATTERS

a) To consider Planning Applications PA11/04697, PA11/05408, PA11/05820, PA11/06108, PA11/06181, PA11/05458, PA11/05541, PA11/06162, PA11/06411, PA11/06444
It was resolved to consider application PA11/06444 first.

A number of concerns were expressed about the potential harm that the construction of the new road could cause to the former sluicing channel, railway bridge and Listed road bridge that span it. It was identified that, if the way the new road crosses over the historic structures is correctly treated, any damage could be limited and the potential to reinstate sluicing at some point in the future could be safeguarded. It was considered that this would be best achieved through the use of concrete beams to span the channel and road bridge on the currently proposed alignment in order to facilitate future excavations should the reinstatement of sluicing become feasible.
It was resolved to raise no objection to the alignment of the road or the Listed Building application provided there is no damage to the underlying historic structures and sluicing channel so that the potential to restore sluicing remains.

b) To note Results of Previous Applications

TO CONSIDER PURSUING THE PURCHASE OF THE FRANK JOHNS CENTRE AND, IF THIS ACTION IS AGREED, TO CONSIDER FORMING A WORKING PARTY TO (i) PROGRESS THIS MATTER AND (ii) CONSIDER ALLOCATING FUNDS FOR THE REQUISITE SURVEYS
It was noted that the Frank Johns Centre is currently valued by Cornwall Council at £250,000 but this figure may be reduced if its future use, under the ownership of the Town Council, can be proved to be of community benefit. It was also identified that the Centre shares an access and car parking with the Community Centre and that this could cause difficulties should it go into private ownership.
It was resolved to a) further pursue the issue of the possible purchase of the Frank Johns Centre, b) form a Working Party comprising the Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Chairmen of the Resource and Amenities Committees and Councillors Coad and Lello and c) to commission any necessary surveys, at a cost not to exceed £10,000 in total, funded from the Phase III Fund.
